A wonderful President’s Day meeting was held on Saturday, January 7th at Marie Callendar’s! Rosemary Rosenberger was unable to attend and Marie Medawar, Chapter Woman of the Year candidate was sent in her place. The 1st quarter meeting of the Arizona Regional Council was called to order at 11:40 a.m., Saturday, January 7, 2011 by Chair Donna Tucker. The installation of 2011 officers was officiated by past Council Chair, Lori Grobe. Chair, Donna Tucker, asked for chapter/network reports and updated the current list of delegates and alternates. The President’s Forum will be held on February 5, 2011, 2-4 p.m. Lori Grobe’s home, 910 W. Rovey Ave, Phoenix. Cross streets are 7th Ave. & Bethany Home Rd. Phone 602-249-9697. Sue Flaig discussed a proposed agenda. Presidents and Vice Presidents of each chapter/network will be invited to participate. A motion was passed to purchase Quickbooks for the Financial officer. 

Sam Sites gave an update on the ARC website, and encouraged members to post any good speakers on the site. She also suggested adding a Google map to the site which would give directions to every chapter/network meeting places. It would cost about $160 to implement this. The ABWA speaker will be Connie Aden, past national president; Keynote speaker to be announced. Diane Walters discussed the importance of chapters/networks nominating a member as Top Ten. The applications are due May 31. A member may be nominated more than once. Marsha Sparks presented a program geared toward the chapters/networks making the most of the resources available to them. Discussion ensued about the importance of conferences for our older members. Group announcements were made.
