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I just got back from a river cruise from Passau
Germany to Budapest Hungary. What a wonderful
experience!! The highlight for me was a concert in a
Museum in Vienna where a string orchestra
performed the music of Mozart and Strauss. How
fitting to see the following article by Mike Robbins
which I would like to share with you.

Washington, DC Metro Station on a cold January
morning.

A man with a violin played six Bach pieces for about forty
five minutes. During that time approximately two
thousand people went through the station, most of them
on their way to work.

After three minutes, a middle-aged man noticed there
was a musician playing. He slowed his pace and stopped
for a few seconds and then hurried to meet his schedule.
4 minutes later:

The violinist received his first dollar; a woman threw the
money in the hat and, without stopping, continued to
walk.

6 minutes:

A young man leaned against the wall to listen to him,
then looked at his watch and started to walk again.

10 minutes:

A three-year old boy stopped but his mother tugged him
along hurriedly. The kid stopped to look at the violinist
again, but the mother pushed hard and the child
continued to walk, turning his head all the time. This
action was repeated by several other children. Every
parent, without exception, forced their children to move
on quickly.

45 minutes:

The musician played continuously. Only six people
stopped and listened for a short while. About twenty gave
money but continued to walk at their normal pace. The
man collected a total of $32.

1 hour:

He finished playing and silence took over. No one noticed.
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No one applauded, nor was there any recognition.
No one knew this, but the violinist was Joshua Bell,
one of the greatest musicians in the world. He
played one of the most intricate pieces ever
written, with a violin worth thirty-five million
dollars. Two days before Joshua Bell sold out a
theater in Boston where the seats averaged $100.
This is a true story. Joshua Bell playing incognito in
the metro station was organized by the
Washington Post a few years ago as part of a social
experiment about perception, taste and people's
priorities.

The questions raised:

O In a commonplace environment, at an
inappropriate hour, do we perceive beauty?

[0 Do we stop to appreciate it?

O Do we recognize talent in an unexpected
context?

If we do not have a moment to stop and listen to
one of the best musicians in the world, playing
some of the finest music ever written, with one of
the most beautiful instruments ever made...How
many other things are we missing?

The Stephen Bufton Memorial Educational Fund (SBMEF) or The

National Scholarship Fund of the American Business Women'’s
Association is nonprofit, administered by the Association’s National
Board of Directors, who serve as trustees and the selection board. There
are zero costs to the Association for administering the fund. All
expenses are paid by the ABWA Company, Inc. The trustees determine
the dollar amount of all SBMEF scholarships. Any chapter is eligible to
sponsor candidate(s) for a loan and grant if it contributed to the fund in
the previous year.
Many ABWA chapters have a long, proud history of awarding local
scholarships to students pursuing academic learning. Since National
Headquarters doesn't dictate local scholarship criteria, through the years
chapters have determined their own scholarship guidelines and eligibility
requirements. Those decisions have been made by each year’s
Education Committee or based on tradition.
Today, chapters must exercise more caution in administering their
programs. The Internal Revenue Service is monitoring entities that do
not pay taxes (such as ABWA chapters) more closely than ever before.
Plus, cities, counties and states are establishing anti-discrimination laws
in their jurisdictions. In this increasingly restrictive environment, it's
important to safeguard against potential problems.
The Stephen Bufton Memorial Educational Fund, ABWA'’s national
educational fund, is one of the most highly respected grant, loan and
scholarship funds in the country. For more than 50 years, SBMEF has
helped women achieve business and professional success through
education.

It also should be noted that SBMEF was exempted from income taxes by
the U. S. Treasury Department as of June 21, 1963, and has been
declared a public foundation. As a public foundation, it has the same
tax status 501 © (3) as public schools, churches and community funds.
Contributions to SBMEF are fully tax deductible within allowable limits.
ABWA is tax-exempt as a business league 501 © (6), and complies
nationally with the tax reporting requirements.
